They extract these microscopic
elements from the food one eats,
after due preparation, for the pur-
pose as well as from the water
one drinks and the =2ir one
breathes. They build one up into
a working machine through the
addition oi billions of cells that
are too small to be seen through
the naked eye.

So. to enjoy good health one
must partake of food exactly as
nature has prepared it i its raw
state through plant life and as it
has been properly cooked for hu-
man consumption by the heat from
the Sun.

So as men are comparable to
themselves, and if the majority ci
them are idiots, then they an-
nounce themselves as sane and
wise.

If a man puts sand in the carbu-
retor of the engine that furnishes
power to make an automobile run
and the machine wiil not work,
*he average man who understands
autos will denounce him as being
insane.

But if the majority of men are
drunkards and they see the same
man put whiskey into his stom-
ach which stops his reasoning fac-
ulties from working they pro-
nounce him as being sane for do-
ing it.

Now. in the sight of Nature, any
man who wrecks his own body
and mind through the use of false
materials is an unnatural idiot,
whether everybody else is addict-
ed to such degraded vices or not.

There is a reason why human
beings become idiots. It is because
their minds are not strong enough
to control the different functions
o. their bodies.

The dilapidating Disorgs wall
get possession of a function of the
mental system through the weak-
ness of the mind.

Minute particles from smoke
sucked in at the mouth are drawn
into the lungs and get into the
blood streams and finally satur-
ate every cell and tissue of the
body. The poison overpowers the
Menorgs who cannot do their
work properly and the entire men-
tal system breaks down.
